Track & Field:  Fourty area athletes representing the Peak Performance Track Club qualified to participate in the USA Region 6 Junior Olympics Track & Field Championships in Murfreesboro, TN next weekend (July 9-12).  They will be competing for a top five finish in their events in hopes of qualifying for the National Junior Olympics Championships on July 27-Aug 2, 2015 in Jacksonville, FL on the campus of the University of North Florida.. 
To qualify for this Regional meet, the athletes had to finish in the top eight places at the Southern

Association Junior Olympic Track and Field Championships on June 27-28, 2015 in Gulfport, MS. The meet consisted of 41 teams and 1045 participants representing teams from Mississippi and Louisiana. In all, the team qualified 40 athletes in 64 events. The total medal count for the team was   9 Gold, 6 Silver medals, and 6 Bronze medals..    

The team was lead in qualifying for the Regional meet by athletes that won a gold medal(s) in the meet. Leading the way was Kennedi Sanders who won first in three events in the 11-12 yr. old age group. She won the 100, 200 and 400 Meter Dash and broke the meet records in all three events. Kennedi’s times in each of the events were: 100-12.20, 200-25.18 and 400-57.86 . Her times shattered the old records of 12.84, 26.06, & 59.0 respectively. Winning two gold medals was Justin Bynum 15-16), in the Shot Put and Hammer Throw. Winning one gold medal was Brooke Carter (9-10), in the 1500 Meter Race Walk, Eden Adams (13-14) in the Javelin, Drew Hedgepeth (13-14) in the High Jump and Asia Poe (15-16) in the Triple Jump.      
“As a team our athletes are peaking at the right time. Each of these athletes has either won or finished in the top three in their events in the previous meets and have an excellent chance of qualifying for the National meet.”  Coach Groll.
